Role of policeman, school crossing patrol in helping to make children safe and help on school journey and in community. That some people who help us wear uniforms 

Invite a member of the local community, eg the local community police officer, a school police liaison officer or perhaps a parent who is a special police officer, to come into school to talk about their work. The children prepare questions that they would like to ask the visitor about their work, their uniform, etc. Take photographs (the children could do this) of the visit, showing the visitor working with the children, eg talking in circle time, taking assembly, listening to a group reading session. Add these to the classroom display.

In this unit, children help to plan, consult on and implement ways of improving their school grounds. Using of capital grant for improving the school site . Links to ECM 
This unit could be linked with education for sustainable development, geography, science and PE. Some of the links are indicated in the 'Points to note' section. It also links with unit 1 'Taking part - developing skills of communication and participation'.

Citizenship at key stages 1 and 2    (Year 3-6)
Unit 10: Local democracy for young citizens 
Children learn about local council and difference with government. They learn the importance of discussing issues and can the importance of their own school council. 
Citizenship at key stages 1 and 2    (Year 6)
Unit 12: Moving on 
Exploring of feelings associated with change and transition. Links to SEAL and UpGrade packs. It also builds on work relating to relationships, enhancing self-esteem and building
The unit links with unit 1 'Taking part - developing skills of communication and participation'. There are also opportunities to link with English, RE and career-related learning.

Unit 10: Debating a global issue Section 6: What is our role in a sustainable future?

That local actions can have global implications (interdependence) to identify ways in which they can help manage environments sustainably

– travel to school

make connections between their own actions and choices and the effects these have on other communities locally, nationally and globally

Objectives

Children should learn: 

· what being a global citizen means

· that many of the issues raised in citizenship have a global dimension

· to clarify their own values, and their attitudes towards a local issue

· to communicate in ways appropriate to a particular task and audience

· that different places are interdependent, and about the idea of global citizenship

· to select and present information clearly and comprehensively, using appropriate methods (NSE)
· Link with thinking skills: creative thinking.

· Link with NSE: year 7 Wr11, year 8 Wr11, year 9 Wr12.

Citizenship at key stage 3    (Year 7-9)
Unit 21: People and the environment 
pupils investigate the complexity of evaluating choices by considering values and scientific evidence together. By appreciating the wider impact of individual behaviours, pupils can begin to consider the need for changing lifestyles, now and in the future.

The unit meets some of the requirements for both citizenship and science at key stage 3. 

Travel to school can be a local issue used relating to environment. By discussing power and authority, pupils learn how they themselves can influence decision-making.
In this context the notion of sustainability is introduced. Pupils are encouraged to empathise with viewpoints that are not their own, 

Pupils are encouraged to consider the positive and negative effects of scientific and technological developments on the environment. 
This unit uses energy resources - a key theme in the key stage 3 science programme of study - as an example. Any other environmental issue could be used as a focus, This unit could be taught in citizenship, or through science or geography. 

Citizenship at key stage 3    (Year 7-9)
Unit 18: Developing your school grounds 
In this unit, pupils take responsibility for planning, devising and implementing ways of improving their school grounds. 
Capital grant use for school site – links to ECM 
This unit links closely with work in geography and education for sustainable development. It builds on work that many pupils will have undertaken at key stage 2.

Citizenship at key stage 4    (Year 10-11)
Unit 12: Global issues, local action 
	


In this unit, pupils find out about local action in response to a global issue by investigating local plans and priorities for sustainable development (Local Agenda 21
Travel to school as a local issue, with global consequences

This unit provides an opportunity to link with work on sustainable development in other subjects, including geography and science. It may be useful to plan teaching of this unit in conjunction with geography and science teachers to ensure progression and avoid duplication.

Geography at key stages 1 and 2    (Year 1)Unit 1: Around our school - the local area (long unit)
The local area is studied frequently during primary school. Investigating local area focuses on local features, land use and environment About this unit 
This allows for them to be developed later, perhaps as smaller, more highly focused units, eg Unit 2 'How can we make our local area safer?' or Unit 14 'Should the high street be closed to traffic?' 

The unit may be shortened to a 'medium' unit by leaving out the sections marked.

Unit 2: How can we make our local area safer? 

Looking at parking around the school. Will often link to a school’s travel issues 
It is a useful unit to study in a term when another subject area is the main curriculum focus and therefore the time available for geography is significantly reduced.

Unit 6: Investigating our local area (long unit)
children develop geographical ideas and skills by studying their own locality, could also be extended or adapted to encompass different themes, eg transport in local area

Unit 8: Improving the environment 
Section 4: What is this place like and why? How can it be improved? 
Road safety audit could be used as a focus for this unit, where pupils could actually see their environment improved thanks to their efforts and work with local council.

Divide the children into small groups, and ask each group to use word-processing software to write a report about the area to send to the local authority, describing how the environment is being affected and asking if there are any plans to improve the area.

Geography at key stages 1 and 2    (Year 5)Unit 12: Should the high street be closed to traffic? 
Developing of fieldwork skills, where the results of which can be disseminated to a wider audience, including organisations like the local council. Looking at the impact/benefits of no cars on main road 
Geography at key stages 1 and 2    (Year 3/6)Unit 16: What's in the news? 
There are often news reports on traffic and transport that show the national issues with transport. Look at news items in newspaper and online that link to travel 
This is a 'continuous' unit, designed to be developed at various points through the key stage. It shows how news items at a widening range of scales can be used to develop geographical skills and ideas.

The first three sections are designed to be used in years 3-4, and the others in years 5-6.

Geography at key stages 1 and 2    (Year 5)Unit 20: Local traffic - an environmental issue 
This looks at a local traffic improvement scheme (a by-pass) and the impact it will have on local people and the environment. The unit has been designed so it can be adapted easily for any local issue. The issue could be concerned with other traffic improvement schemes.

Learning more about effect of exercise and build on wjat they know movement and exercise. Good opportunity to promote cycling as a greta form of exercise in time for cycle training

Further study looking human body and how exercise and other factors affect health – ECM “Be Healthy”

Science at key stage 3    (Year 7) Unit 7I: Energy resources 
consider the nature and origin of fossil fuels and renewable sources of energy and how their use has implications for the environment

Energy transfer is associated with change, in particular changes that can perform useful tasks, as a first step towards more formal understanding. This enables pupils to make connections between apparently disparate phenomena, as contexts are drawn from across the sciences, eg burning fuel, movement, eating food and plant growth. Pupils can begin to distinguish energy from stuff (the energy resource) and from linked concepts, eg force, power (the rate of transferring energy) and activity. A common misconception is that activity gives you energy because it makes you healthier - and so more able to do more activity.

ICT – Year 8 
An archive of eight documents containing resources on 'London’s traffic nightmare' for Year 8 pupils. Lessons are designed to include both geography and information and communication technology (ICT) objectives. Lesson one aims to engage pupils with a web-based interactive resource to investigate a variety of transport methods and routes. In lesson two pupils are asked to carry out an Internet-based enquiry about opinions surrounding congestion charging. This is supported by lesson plans, activities, opinions worksheet and evaluation web sheet. 
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
