SUMMARY:

DfES School Travel Grant

Secure cycle parking storage for 20 bikes was erected in 2004 using all the grant plus approximately £1500 of other school funds.

This was used by pupils and staff, and the pupils’ parents. Cycling amongst pupils increased noticeably. The effect of children being able to show their friends their bike in the shed encouraged more children to do the same.

This cycle parking storage cannot be moved to the new premises as the school was told it would be too expensive to move, and so a new, larger facility is being considered for the new premises. The school has liaised with the Cycling contact at Safety and Sustainability at the Council to build this new storage. We would like this to have entryphone access to make use very easy by anyone during the day, especially visitors.

However, temporarily, a brick shed will be used to store bikes, which will be locked during the day.
