	Location of the school
	Bonner is a LEA Community Primary school based in Bethnal Green. We are located on Hartley Street. There are about 419 pupils on the roll, ranging from Reception to Year 6 (four to eleven years old). It is a two-form entry school with up to 30 children in each class. There is a Public Crossing located on Roman Road.
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Everyone complains about the conditions around school at the start and end of the school day, including the people driving there. The number of cars tends to expand, and then overflow. The only way forward is to encourage more people to leave their cars at home, or in designated parking spots. Bonner is taking initiatives now to try to ease the problem, but we can’t do it alone. This plan sets out how we hope to achieve lasting change in school travel patterns, and how other agencies in partnership with us can help us to do it.

Our primary aim is to increase the number of people making the journey to and from Bonner by sustainable means. This aim can be broken down into the following objectives:

 To establish habits of sustainable travel among all members of the school community from the earliest possible age.

 To create an awareness of the benefits of sustainable travel in terms of our responsibility to the environment and the local community, and in terms of the long-term health, safety and eventual independence of our children, parents and staff.

 To reduce congestion outside school and improve parking and driving habits around the school.

 To create a built environment in and around school that supports pedestrians and cyclists.

 To create partnerships with relevant agencies that help us to achieve the above.

 To communicate our plans and actions effectively with our partners and the wider community.

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Ethos of the School

Bonner school is committed to promoting healthy lifestyles, including healthy eating and regular exercise, and our Health and Safety and School Trip Policies encourage children, parents and staff to walk, cycle or use public transport if possible. Children are taught about the health benefits of daily exercise, including walking and cycling, and also understand that car use contributes to global warming. As a “Healthy School”, children are given healthy school meals, fruit and healthy snack bars are sold at playtime, and only healthy snacks are allowed in packed lunches (crisps are banned). We also encourage awareness of environmental issues and take part in the mayor’s Environment Award every year (last year our focus was on litter and recycling). All paper is recycled (with a bin in every class) and we teach children to take personal responsibility for all of their actions which impact on the environment.

What the school is doing already

During the past year we have tried to promote walking and cycling by:

· holding a walk and cycle to school week where we encouraged ALL children to choose these options and explained the health and environmental benefits of active travel

· teaching children about damage done by car use and the environmental benefits of walking and cycling during our whole school Environment Week

· teaching, and  allowing every child to use a pedometer to count the number of steps taken in a day 

· holding a poster/cycle jersey competition for the launch of the Tour De France in London

We also promote exercise through a wide range of sporting activities, many involving specialist teachers from outside ; e.g. before/after-school football, swimming and table-tennis clubs.  

We also take part the Mayor’s Environment Award every year and children actively participate in a whole-school Environment Week in the Spring Term. Last year our focus was on litter and recycling and children made posters to promote the “Reduce, Reuse, Recycle” theme. Some children also took part in an art project using recycled materials and wrote to supermarkets to protest about excess packaging and use of plastic bags. Children are encouraged to buy a fresh fruit salad at playtimes and enjoy school meals made from fresh, healthy ingredients; our schools meals were given a gold certificate in July 2007. 

The School Travel Policy
We are committed to sustainable travel to help the environment and active travel to improve health amongst children and adults and help combat obesity. We also actively discourage car use on the school run and particularly encourage cycling as a healthy and environmentally sustainable alternative.
