Analysis

The travel options and targeted actions for parents and pupils are detailed in the action plan. From the staff data it would appear that the staff are aware of sustainable travel and that increases in car sharing, cycling and walking could be made.

DfES School Travel Grant

The school walkway is now completed and a photo has been submitted. We have also created the layout of the school car park making it safer for pedestrians by inserting a pedestrian walkway that is clearly marked. The overall cost of this project was £20,000 and the DfES School Travel Grant was £5000.

Objectives and targets report

GREEN : Targets met

1. Several pupils were coming in separate taxis from around the same area. This target has been met with all pupils from the same area now sharing taxis.

2. Several staff driving to school and not car sharing. This target is improving slowly, we are trying to make staff more aware but due to different starting times it is not always possible. On a more positive side more staff who live locally are walking and cycling to school.

3. Educating parents on using public transport. This is a very difficult situation due to the location of the school to where the parents are coming from. Although if we have reviews for their child we encourage them to travel by public transport, this is done by offering to pay the fare.

4. Educating pupils about the school travel plan. This is always going to be on going, this is done through PSHE.

New objectives

1. To have an on going travel education plan for pupils, this will be achieved through PSHE.

2. To continue encouraging staff to car share or if they live locally to find a healthier way of getting to school. More staff are becoming more conscious about their health and the environment so this target is getting easier to achieve.

3. To encourage parents to use public transport when coming to school and when meeting school transport on return days to school.
