Where pupils live and how they travel
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As this map shows, a very large number of pupils who live within easy walking distance (maximum of 15 minutes within the red circle) come to school by car. This is the group of parents we will need to target for modal shift from car to active travel.

Our results clearly reflect the impact the implementation of WOW has had on increasing the number of students walking to school and reducing the car usage. We have nearly reached our target of reducing car usage by 15%. The current survey results show that the number of children being driven to school has fallen to just below 11% which is a 13% drop from our survey results in Spring 2008. We aim to reach and exceed our 15% target with continuing WOW in the Summer term.
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Cycling


This graph clearly shows the increase in children cycling to school from 1% in Spring 2008 and to just under 7% in our most recent Autumn 2008 survey results. Our target was to increase cycling by 5% and we are just shy of that result at 4.5%, however this result is expected to increase with the installation of our new cycle shelters and cycle training in the coming year.
