How SEN pupils’ needs are taken into consideration

Children have the use of the school mini-bus rather than public transport when going on school trips etc. There is additional staff available to cater for the needs of SEN children. SEN children are accompanied by adults on any local trips to the church, park etc and road safety is discussed in detail prior to these trips. 
Extended / community use of school site

The Local Authority, Junior Youth Service operate an After School Club for

pupils aged four to eight in the North Building between 3.30 p.m. and 5.20

p.m. each evening during term time.
