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Car Usage


Car Usage

Car usage amongst our families has increased since this time last year but is still less that it was it Spring 2005. We have noticed that more local families are using the car as a means of travelling to school and have targeted these families in our action plan for this year.
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Walking

We have noted a sharp decrease of the number of pupils walking to school in Spring 2009 in comparison to this time in 2008 when at least 90% of our pupils walked to school.  We are aware of a number of pupils who have moved out of the borough and so are transported to school by car, we however are aware that more of our local families have taken to using cars.  These families have been targeted in our current action plan.
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Cycling

We currently only have one pupil who comes to school regularly on his scooter as opposed to this time in 2008 and 2007 when 2 or 3 pupils came to school by riding on their bicycles on the pavement.  In our action plan we have set aside special bring your bicycles and scooter to school days in order to see our numbers rise again and also safety awareness for our family when travelling to and from school.
