Location/ethos of the school
The school is situated in the heart of the East End of London in a very busy urban environment suffering high deprivation levels. The school can be found on Old Bethnal Green Road and alongside two other schools.  The other two schools are situated within yards from our school.  Lawdale Junior School and Infants and Oaklands Secondary School are all feeder schools.   A large majority of our parents have children in all three schools.   When the three schools start and finish their day we have a large volume of pupils, parents and traffic in Pollard Street and the surrounding areas.

All of the three schools start at 9am and finish at 3.30pm. Times have been kept consistent to support parents picking up and dropping off pupils.  The busiest time for the volume of people and traffic is from 8.50-9.05 and from 3.25pm-3.40pm. Before and after these times Pollard Street is usually quite quiet. 

Elizabeth Selby Infant School is part of a ‘cluster’ of schools (The LEO Cluster Lawdale, Elizabeth Selby and Oaklands) Most of the parents walk to the parent’s classes from homes near to the school.  Parents’ classes start of the school day at 9.00am and finish at 12pm or at the beginning of the afternoon at 1.00pm and finish at 3.30pm.  This has an impact on the volume of parents who come in through the school entrance at the start of the school day.  We also run some after school clubs. These clubs run from 3.30pm until 4.30pm.

In addition to this Lawdale School run an after school play centre that is managed by the Junior Youth service, which some of our children attend. This is used by up to 32 registered pupils. This is open from 3.30pm until 5.45pm. Parents often pick pupils up by car at 5.45pm when the area is poorly lit, especially in the winter months.  Parents have often spoken about their concern about their pupils attending out of school hour’s groups due to either poor lighting outside school or in the blocks that they live in. Parents also cite an unwillingness to travel to school twice, once at 3.30pm to pick up some of their children and then to return later after clubs have finished when they also need to be preparing dinner etc.
The LEO Cluster (Lawdale, Elizabeth Selby and Oaklands) Schools also run a breakfast club on the Oaklands site which some of our children use. 

The school is situated on Old Bethnal Green Road. Parents and children have access to our school from Pollard Street (a side road off Pollard Row) and from Old Bethnal Green Road for our Nursery Children.

There is a zebra crossing on Old Bethnal Green Road but this is underused. We currently have a school Patrol Crossing Officer who is situated at the junction of Mansford Street and Old Bethnal Green Road.  This junction is exceptionally busy at the beginning and end of the school day. 

There is a limited amount of parking for staff (only nine spaces available) and currently no parking for visitors. Visitors sometimes have to use parking permits which are not always available.

There is currently nowhere for coaches or buses picking children up for visits etc. to park.  Parking on any surrounding roads would and does cause major congestion. We are currently investigating about public service parking and coach parking has been requested of the LEA. 

Some of our staff travel by car as they live beyond 5 miles of the school, but those of our staff and visitors that live within a 5 mile radius of the school currently walk. Some staff have cycled in the past and could be encouraged to do so again. Two bicycle stands are avaliable for satff bike storageBethnal Green Tube Station and overland BR station are both about 10 minutes walk away from the school and provide good connections. 

There are many buses that use Bethnal Green Road and Cambridge Heath Road with good and frequent connections to the City of London.

Policies and Objectives 

National policies

In July 1998, the Government issued its White Paper on Transport, which emphasised the need to address the use of cars for the school journey, since nationally more than quarter of children travel to school by car. Increasing car usage causes road congestion, air pollution, and can lead to reduced levels of fitness and an inability to cope with traffic as pedestrians.


Local Policies

In Tower Hamlets, car ownership is well above the national average with 80% of households owning one car and 40% owning two or more. Traffic has grown by more than 50% between 1985 and 1995, and the forecast is that it could double by the year 2025.

· The Safer Routes to School initiative developed over the last few years combines Tower Hamlets strategies for reducing traffic growth and road casualties, bringing together the Council, District, Health Authority and Police Authority, to devise an integrated approach for reducing unnecessary car use and improving safety on the home to school journey. It aims to provide or facilitate the provision of safer routes to every school in Tower Hamlets (where appropriate) utilising a combination of education, engineering, training and enforcement measures to encourage parents and pupils to walk or cycle for a least part of the journey to school. The School Travel Plan plays a crucial role in this process, by setting out an action plan of measures to help secure safer routes for individual schools.

What is the school currently doing to promote travelling safely and promoting health? 

The school travel plan as an integral part of developing a healthy attitude from all school community members.  

We have recently invested time into organising our re-cycling facilities and have a co-ordinator (TBA) in place to take charge of this operation.  

As part of the schools commitment to ensuring the children use the roads safely we promote our health and safety policy and work with the local authority to communicate issues and problems in the surrounding area that are affecting the safety of the whole community.    All staff are also made aware of the school trip policy and the need to adhere to school risk assessments for trips. 

We educate pupils through the PSHE curriculum and assemblies regarding road safety.  We have a road safety officer from Kerbcraft in to educate and remind our children about road safety. This also involves children and parents being taken outside and shown how to be safe in their local area.  In addition to this in April 2007 we launched our walk to school promotion (also known as WOW) which has so far been successful in encouraging children to walk to school.

We also run a parents class on Monday mornings, which enable parents to discuss issues that they are concerned about. (Co-ordinator Jahanara Chowdhury)  

We have consulted with parents, children, staff and governors through meetings and assemblies on a wide range of issues related to travel and other health and safety issues.  We will also plan to distribute information through meetings and newsletters and use a travel notice board to display a map of the local area and any travel issues and information.
