Transport links

The school is well served by public transport although the surrounding roads,

dilapidated subway and poorly maintained pavements are hazardous for pedestrians

and cyclists. Fenchurch Street mainline station is served by trains from Essex.

London Bridge has good connections to Kent, Sussex, Surrey and South East

London.

Buses

Aldgate bus station is within five minutes walk from the school and serves the

following routes; RV1, 15, 25, 40, 42, 67, 78, 115 and 253 as well as various

commuter coach routes. Braham Street., The Minories, and Mansell Street are the

nearest bus stops to the school.

Trains/Tube/DLR

Aldgate East served by the Hammersmith and City, and District Lines, and Aldgate

served by the Metropolitan, and Circle Lines are both a three minute walk from the

school. Tower Hill served by the District and Circle Lines and Tower Gateway which

serves the DLR line are within five minutes walk to the school. All routes to school

are served with sets of lights and there are subways at Mansell Street and Tower

Gateway.

Roads

The school has four quiet, narrow streets as its immediate boundaries with controlled

parking and other parking restrictions. There are no school keep clear markings,

and no designated parking for parents. Beyond these, the surrounding roads provide the main arteries into the City and across Tower Bridge; with Whitechapel High Street to the north. There are major junctions at Leman Street/Royal Mint Street and at Goodman’s Yard/The Minories. These all have pedestrian crossings but the time lapse at the crossings, particularly in Prescot Street and The Highway, is too short to allow families with young children to cross.

Cycling

There are cycle lanes in The Highway but the main roads are fast, heavily congested

throughout most of the day and have irregular junctions which are not conducive to

cycling.

Ethos of the School

The mission statement of English Martyrs School seeks to ‘create a living Catholic community

of prayer and worship and a partnership with the wider community’. The travel plan will

support this, in providing information, encouragement and practical support for parents and

children to make choices in their travel that are both safe and sustainable.

The school has a wide catchment area for parents who live or work locally or who commute

from as far away as Essex and Kent. Many parents who are ex-pupils but who are no longer

in the Parish also wish their children to attend the school. These factors contribute to our

diverse school community and as a school, English Martyrs would like to investigate ways

which would improve the quality of the school journey. This may provide opportunities for car

sharing etc. which might solve the school’s key issue with lateness which is stressful for

parents and children and which causes disruption academically and socially.

The school is prepared to take part in any initiative offered by the local education authority to

prepare pupils for secondary school and this includes a Travel Safely Course in Year 6. The

school provides cycling proficiency training for Years 5 and 6. 

English Martyrs was recently awarded the Silver Standard for school meals. It provides free fruit for all pupils from the Foundation Stage to the end of Key Stage 2 and runs a healthy Breakfast Club every morning.

The school was awarded accreditation as a Healthy School. This is due for renewal in 2010.  It has many initiatives in place including explicit teaching of PSCHE both as a discreet subject, and as a proactive, syllabus which informs the whole curriculum, and which lays the foundations for healthy and positive choices for children throughout their lives.

The travel plan will inform the Health and Safety policy and provide a wider remit by focusing on transport issues. English Martyrs will look to find opportunities to integrate the two programmes in the future.

The school takes part in Walk To School Week and road safety and environmental education

are taught regularly from Foundation to Year 6, developing in academic content appropriate to

the age of the children.
Year 4 children will take part in the Eco Music Workshop ‘Tunes into Transport’ which involves 10 talented musicians creating a song and music which will be taught to the school to reiterate the idea of sustainable travel.
