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1 Introduction

Ian Mikardo High School is an L.E.A. Special school situated in the London Borough of Tower Hamlets.  It provides education for 40 full-time students from year 7 to 11 who have statements of Special Educational Needs defined as Social, Emotional and Behavioural difficulties (SEBD).

At Ian Mikardo the task is to offer an entitlement to excellent educational opportunities to every student.  A further, but related aim, is to prevent the slide into offending behaviour and into the juvenile criminal justice system of vulnerable young people whose chronic non-attendance and disaffection with school as well as home circumstances has put them in a high category of risk.  It is currently mostly for boys since we only have two girls on the register.  

Most of the students at Ian Mikardo have been permanently excluded at some stage from previous educational settings including mainstream and special schools, even residential settings.  Many students begin with very poor attendance records from previous schools.  A number of students are in Local Authority care.  Many families of students are involved in crime including drug dealing. Many are known to the police and increasing numbers of young people present with ASBO’s and/or are known to Youth Justice Teams (half of the 2005/2006 Year 7 intake have ASBOs).

Ian Mikardo strives to offer all students opportunities to improve their chances in an inclusive and non-judgmental environment.  The school embraces diversity and gives a voice and respect to those who are not always heard.  
Location

The school is situated at the London borough of Tower Hamlets, walking distance from Bromley by Bow tube station and Devons Road DLR. Buses  S2 (Stratford-Clapton), 108 (Stratford-Lewisham), 25 (Ilford-Oxford St) are in near proximity from the school.

There is one main entrance to the school and it can be accessed from 60 William Guy Gardens by Talwin Street.  There is no vehicular access within the school premises since the very few parking spaces are off street parking spaces.
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The main entrance of the school is used by everyone coming to the school staff, pupils, parents and visitors.  The deliveries for Kitchen dinners use the side entrance of the school.  At the moment we don’t have an entry phone or a camera phone either which makes it difficult to know when dinners have arrived.

Staff can use their keypad and master key to access entry to the school. Any other person will gain access either by the secretary of the school who has view to the main entrance or from any other member of staff who happens to be around.
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Main entrance

Staff, students and visitors who Cycle to the school can use the bicycle shed which is located in the back garden and has to be accessed only with a master key which makes it difficult and time consuming, both for visitor, staff and pupils. 

The school is open in the morning from 08:00 from the premises manager who then closes the school at 18:00.  The pupils start coming in from 08:30 and they then leave at 15:00.  We are also running after school clubs on Mondays, Tuesdays and Fridays between 15:30-17:30.

Parking spaces

1.1 Car Parking
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School Minibus Parking

Talwin Street / William Guy Gardens is where we have the allocated parking space for the school mini bus as well as for staff and visitors parking space.  At the moment we have 8 official parking spaces, plus one for the school minibus.  Ten more parking spaces are required.

1.2 Cycle Parking

We have the official bicycle shed which is located in the back yard and not in easy access since someone has to use the master key in order to gain access to it. Perhaps an entry video phone might encourage staff and pupils to use the cycle storage.  At the moment we can store approximately ten bicycles but only three of our pupils are using the storage cycle storage. We will need to extend the bicycle storage for future use, especially when we buy the twenty new bicycles during the summer term, hopefully in May 2006.

2 Students

The school is situated in the London Borough of Tower Hamlets which is rated 4th highest nationally in the index of deprivation e.g. pupils eligible for free school meals are at double the national average and poor health is significant in the Borough with life expectancy below the national average.

We currently have 34 pupils on the register ages 11-16.

The ethnic make up of our students January 2006 is 3.5% Bangladeshi, 10.5% Caribbean, 73.5% White UK, 17% Other Black, 3.5% Somali, 7% Turkish, 3.5% Irish and 3.5% Other Asian.  
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 Although the ethnic mix does not accurately reflect the ethnic mix of the borough, the ethnic mix as a whole has altered in the school since 2002.  

Students are admitted at various points during the year and that it due to their highly complex needs.  Referrals are made throughout the year and if we have any vacancies then we enrol students by prioritizing their needs. 

2.3 Catchment area

Most students live in the surrounding streets, close to school.  A minority travel a further distance, and these students have been referred from other boroughs.  

3 Staff

The make up of the permanent 35 staff is multidisciplinary.  The senior Management Team is currently made up of the Head Teacher, a Deputy Head for Inclusion who is a senior social Worker, a Deputy Head teacher for Curriculum with a specialist background in literacy and the “My Body” coordinator and “My School” coordinator who have both been seconded to the senior management team.  As well as the teacher-trained staff, there is a psychologist, performing artists (theatre, art music, DJ’ing), a professional hairdresser and a drama therapist.  The Teaching Assistants in the school have all been recruited from the local community and often began work in the school on a voluntary or training capacity.  They provide excellent role models for young people.

The school also employs a psychotherapist and a school improvement and development teacher who is also a qualified Educational Therapist.  Both of these posts are contracted in on a consultancy basis.
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Our Healthy school policy which is at the moment under construction will refer to transport issues on the school site as well as transport issues in the area, especially from home to school and vice versa.  Our vision follows the Every Child Matters Agenda and that is: Be healthy, Stay safe, Enjoy and achieve, Make a positive contribution and Achieve economic wellbeing and shows our commitment to the safety of pupils and promotion of independence.  

Commitment to health and well being of staff and pupils is very important in our school.  We always make sure that pupils and staff are happy in their environment and happy to come to school.  Continuing professional development for our staff is one of our priorities since their professional development will make our pupils happier and with more opportunities to learn from a multi disciplinary staff group.

4 Travel Issues

By carrying out a survey with parents and people in the community as well as speaking to the school council we came to the conclusion that we needed to put in action the following measures.

We are currently running a mini bus home pick up every morning in order to ensure that all pupils are attending school every day.  We have a school policy for school trips which is to use the school mini bus and public transport.  We tend to use the school mini bus for the youngest group of our pupils and public transport for the older pupils.  The admin staff in our school informs visitors and external agencies on how to arrive at our school using the public transport.  A TFL journey planner is usually sent to them. Sometimes we ask people whether they prefer us to send them information on their mobile as well by using www.Yell.com.

Parking Problem is an issue for those who travel and especially for visitors since we have limited parking spaces at the school.

From the survey with the people in the community one of the major issues is the underpass from and to Tescos which is regarded as unsafe.  Perhaps monitoring CCTV cameras and brighter lights will make it safer.

5 School travel forum

The school travel forum (Avramis, Myra, Suzina, Sue, Alison) is due to meet in the first week in July to discuss the school travel action plan.  Thereafter short meetings once a term will be planned.

6 School Council involvements

We have an equivalent group to school council (we are a special school) which meets twice a term and is very pro-active.  Any information regarding travel plans will be passed on to it in detail.  Myra an assistant welfare officer has assisted in collecting information from the community and parents and is one of the people who will be highly involved in the whole process of improving travel. 

7 Curriculum projects, class discussions and assemblies

In our school we don’t have assemblies but discussions involving the pupils happen every day during the tutorial time, which takes places every day from 1:45-2:00    during that time the tutors bring up different issues and one of the issues that will start taking place more formally will be “travelling safely”, the topic will be in the weekly agenda, therefore the tutors will know that it’s a topic for discussion.  

The P.E. teacher, Danny has done an orienteering course involving all of the year groups and he has used the maps of the area provided by John Rymell.

8 School Governors

The school governors have assisted the school in making an application for cycle lockers last year, May 2005.

In the future I will make sure that the governors get more actively involved in our travel policy and any other plans.  A topic will be on the agenda for their planned meetings twice a term. 

9 Plans

We have an architect who came to the school and advised us about what we need to do in order to expand out parking spaces.  

We are also having plans to build a catering facility which is going to have an external and independent entrance.  This will help the after school hours learning since people from the local community will be able to hire the venue without having to gain access through the school.  The fact that the recording studio, the catering facilities, the hair salon and the P.E. hall are all situated in the same branch of the school makes it easier for access from people in the community.  

This doesn’t mean that there will be no effect on the entrance of the school.

10 Travel Plan Links – What is already in place

The Ian Mikardo Plan links to our application to become a Healthy School.  We have been involved with the Metropolitan police who have delivered a few sessions about public transport, which has helped to raise awareness of pupil’s safety on the roads.  We want to both promote independence, but also teach streetwise children how to be independent safely.  We place a high priority on environment education.

We also work with an external organisation called “Inside out” whose main goal is to educate young people about healthy lifestyles and independent travelling.

We place high priority on environmental education and have been recycling paper in the last year.  We have already been told that we have saved 5 trees from our recycling.  

We have also been in contact with an organisation responsible for planting trees and we have had a planting tree day.

Ian Mikardo Travel Strategy

The priority of our school travel is safety. Personal security is an aspect of route safety and we are making sure to keep that in mind when organising and putting in action safer routes to school.  We want the students to be able to come to school every day, on time and safely.  In year six all pupils travel to school by taxi and that is due to the fact that they don’t live nearby plus the parents don’t feel comfortable allowing their children travelling by public transport in such a deprived area.  We clearly want to promote independence in travelling, but more importantly to equip our students with the confidence to travel safely and effectively.  As we have mentioned above we are currently working towards a Healthy schools status.  Our school travel strategy also wants to highlight the increasing danger of pollution (we have also planted more trees and plants in our school garden as part of educating our students about pollution and environment).  We want to encourage parents to leave cars at home by doing a school’s minibus run every morning.  We have also advised those pupils who travel to school by taxi to share taxis in order to minimise pollution.  As a school we are trying our best to work with external agencies in order to promote safe trips, less pollution and awareness of the environment.

We have put in good use the pedometers that have been provided to our school from John Rymell.  The whole idea was a big success and it was fantastic to see that all of our pupils and staff were competing to whom was going to achieve the goal of 10,000 steps per day if not more.

As you can see from the figures shown above the vast majority of the staff would like to travel to school by car and all of the pupils want to travel to school either by car or car share.  What we will need to do in the next term is to try and educate staff and pupils about the importance of less vehicular use and how that will have a positive effect to the environment and ultimately to ourselves.  It is of great importance to promote healthy lifestyles and also awareness of how the environment is in danger with excess use of cars.  

12   What we would like to happen

OBJECTIVE: More exercising.  

OBJECTIVE: Pupils to start using bicycles frequently (the school needs to buy some bicycles for our students using STP council funding). 
· TARGET: Obtain 20 bikes by December 2006.

· TARGET: Increase cycling to school from 3 pupils to at 15 pupils by May 2007.

OBJECTIVE: Increase students’ road safety awareness and ability to plan journeys.

· TARGET: All pupils to have had ITT training by July 2007.
OBJECTIVE: Install CCTV cameras within the school premises (using capital grant).  
· TARGET:   To plan CCTV cameras in September 2006.

· TARGET:   To install CCTV cameras in June 2007 (when grant comes through).

OBJECTIVE: Install an entry phone system by the bike storage. 
· TARGET:  By end of July 2006 to have the entry phone system installed into bike shed.
OBJECTIVE: Try and get a school car (possibly using STA council capital). It can be used for the after school hours learning.  That will increase the attainment of the after school clubs and it will also reduce the vehicular use if pupils will be able to get a lift from the school car.  
· TARGET:   By end of July 2006 to know whether we are going to have any financial help from John Rymell towards the car.

OBJECTIVE: For some of our students we will need to buy some new clothes as it stops them from walking in their area due to the fact that other young people make fun of their not so new clothes.  
· TARGET:  To make arrangements and speak with the families of those pupils before the end of the summer term 2006 and buy any clothing that will encourage pupils to walk to school and/or take public transport.
OBJECTIVE: New path for pedestrians and/or cyclists in school grounds.

OBJECTIVE: Improved lighting in school grounds.  
· TARGET:  Start working on new path and improved lighting project in September 2006.

· TARGET:  Have plans produced and costed for new path and improved lighting project by December 2006.

· TARGET:  Have new path built and improved lighting installed as planned by July 2007.

OBJECTIVE: On site shelter for pedestrians (e.g. parents waiting, pupils waiting for school bus in the school, or waiting for after school clubs).

· TARGET:  Targets not set for the lifetime of this plan.

OBJECTIVE: New signing.

OBJECTIVE: More lighting and CCTV at Tesco’s underpass. 

· TARGET:  Targets not set for the lifetime of this plan.

13  Conclusion

At Ian Mikardo we value the importance of Healthy Eating, Exercising, Environment and safety.  We will do our best to promote independent travelling as well as making the parents, staff, and people in the community, school council and external agencies aware of our travel plans.
