This travel plan was completed on behalf of the school by JMP Consulting in March 2004, it is unclear whether the plan was approved and submitted to DfES for the capital grant payment as the school have no record of having received it and are unsure.

The school is situated on Cephas Street where a zebra crossing is situated.  Until recently this has not been manned by a road crossing patrol; although this has now been resolved and there is a permanent road crossing patrol person at the zebra crossing in the morning and evening.

The forecourt at the front of the school has been a cause for concern for a number of years and is still a standing agenda item for the governors.
