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Where pupils live and how they travel to school
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As the map shows, there are many pupils travelling to school by car who live with an easy 1km walking distance. It is these pupils and parents we should be addressing by showing firstly that there are other pupils and parents living near them who do walk to school. The action plan should propose ways in which to approach the parents of these pupils to change to sustainable travel for the journey to school.
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With the addition of the 205 bus and the increased frequency of the 25 bus along the East-West corridor, we will work with car driving parents to be aware about their options and knowledge about bus travel and how to get the greatest travel discounts and free travel.
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The pupil who lives in Greenwich travels in with their parent who is a teacher at the school. In this case it may be difficult to find appropriate alternative and sustainable transport.
