Extended / community use of school site
This normally takes place within the school day.

There are a variety of after school clubs for children based on a rolling programme of sports activities. They are mainly for KS2 children but there is a KS1 football club. They run on Mon and Tue from 3:30-4:30.
We have a walking bus for after school club at Olga School led by a rota of TAs leaving about 3.30 every day.
Where students live and how they travel
Pupils may have to travel a long distance to Malmesbury if they move house and are waiting for a place in a new school. When parents do drive it is usually because it is inconvenient for the parents to travel in with their children any other way, for example, because they are travelling on to work. However, as the summary below shows, a staggering 62.5% of pupils who currently come to school by car live with between 1 minute and 15 minutes’ walk away! 

If these parents and children travelled sustainably, there would be 50 fewer cars outside the school at start and end of the day, which currently cause pollution, confusion and congestion – and most parents drive and park illegally ignoring safety concerns such as seatbelts, child seats, using their mirrors, parking no Keep Clear markings and yellow lines, etc.
The current percentage of children travelling to school – 15% – could be reduced to just over 5% overnight if those that live within easy walking distance walked to school instead of travelling by car.

Looking at the comparisons over the last 6 years, car usage started to drop to half what it was and has now started to rise again. The PLASC returns for January 2007 and January 2008 appear to be a long way from the data given in the STP surveys. From now on, the information collected in the Autumn MOT survey will be used for the PLASC information in January the next term, so that duplication of effort is avoided.
