Type of school:
Manor Primary School is a two form entry school situated in Stratford, East London. We are in a 3 story Victorian building. There are currently 355 pupils on role from nursery age, up to Year 6. Our school is characterised by diversity and change, with a mobile population. There are 52 languages spoken at the school and we currently have 25% of our pupils on the Special Needs Register. 

School Ethos:
Manor is a caring, vibrant school in a diverse and exciting community. We have a positive, caring atmosphere and ethos, with a strong commitment to learning and inclusion. The aim of the School Travel Plan is to encourage pupils, parents and staff to choose alternatives modes of transport other than cars, for their journey to and from school. We plan to increase the number of pupils, parents and staff that walk or cycle to school by increased understanding of the travel options that are available.
School Entrances:                                 

The school has 4 entrances. 2 are located on Richardson Road and 2 are located on Wakelin Road. 

The Richardson Road entrances are pedestrian only entrances, while the Wakelin entrances are pedestrian and vehicle entrances.

Location of the school:
Manor Primary is located in Stratford East London. The school is in a small residential area, surrounded by two main roads, Manor Road and Abbey Lane. There are currently no traffic calming measures or pedestrian crossings in the streets surrounding the school, however, we have 2 School Crossing Patrols a few streets away from the school.

Buses:
We are well served by buses. We are within 10 minutes walk from the number 262, 69, 473, which run from Stratford to Plaistow and Beckton.

A walk onto Manor road links to the number 276 bus route, linking to West Ham tube station and Canning Town. 
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Trains/Tube:
West Ham station is approximately 10 minutes walk from the school. This gives access to the District, Hammersmith and City, Jubilee and North London Lines.

Stratford station is approximately 15 minutes walk from school. This station is served by the Jubilee and Central lines, as well as the over land lines into Liverpool Street.

Roads:
The school is situated in a busy residential area, surrounded by main road networks. Manor road is a busy link to Canning Town and the A13. Abbey Road and Leywick Street link the school to Stratford and provide a link towards the A12. All 3 roads are easily accessible.

Use of school outside of school hours:

· Every afternoon from 15:15 until 16:15 we run after school clubs.

· We are in the process of setting up a breakfast club before school. This should begin in the second half of the summer term 2008.

· A Kuran class use the school premises every afternoon from 16:30 until 18:00.

· St Johns Ambulance uses the school premises every Thursday evening from 18:00 until 21:00. 
Our school Catchment:

The majority of Manor Primary pupils live within a 3 mile radius of the school. Approximately 85% of the pupils are within walking distance. We have approximately 4% of pupils who live out of borough. These pupils travel to school in cars or on public transport.
What policies are already happening in our school?           
· We currently hold Healthy Schools status. We have a fruit and vege co-op every Wednesday at the school. All pupils are able to have water bottles in class, Foundation Stage and KS1 pupils are given fruit everyday and all our pupils use brain gym in classes. Our school dinners are closely monitored and we have a salad bar in the dinner hall.
· We have a bronze Eco-Schools award and are currently applying for the Mayors London Environmental Award. We are setting up a compost in the school for recycling fruit and vegetable waste, as well as launching various recycling initiatives throughout the year. We are monitoring the energy bills  to see if our “Turn off the Lights” initiative has had an impact.
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Some members of the Eco-Team with our bronze award.
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· The school has an educational visits policy. Risk assessments are carried out by a designated person and the Educational Visits Co-ordinator monitors the planning and actual visits. We use public transport for all our visits if we are unable to walk.

· We have 4 Junior Road Safety Officers. The club is run by our Learning Mentor and the year 5 pupils. The JRSO hold competitions for all year groups, with an aim of promoting road safety and safety awareness for the school community. Assemblies, stickers, prizes and curriculum work are used to promote road safety further.
· Road Safety is currently included in the curriculum for Reception and Year 1 pupils.

· Agency staff and visitors to the school are given directions on how to get to the school by public transport.

· The school takes part in Walk to School Week every May. Classes use charts and stickers to record who has walked to school that week.
· The school currently has space for 6 bicycles to be stored. There are 4 members of staff that cycle frequently to work. The store is not secure and cannot be locked. No pupils currently use this facility.
At Manor Primary, we are committed to the safety and well being of all our pupils. Our ethos and aims are closely linked to the Every Child Matters document. We believe that the School Travel Plan addresses many of these aspects. Developing the School Travel Plan will aid in the promotion of independence, the commitment to health and well being for staff and pupils, as well as that, it shows our commitment to the environment.

School Travel Plan Working Party:
There is currently a School Travel Plan working party. The group was set up in September 2007. It involves school Council members, Junior Road Safety Officers, parent governors and the STP co-ordinator. The working party meet termly as a group. Other meetings of the school council, governors and Eco-Team feed into the STP working party meetings.

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Main Findings:

· 74% of pupils walk to school.

· 19.4% of children would like to ride to school.

· Second highest mode of transport was car-share.
PARENT consultation:
A written survey was sent out to parents on the 5th November 2008. This was accompanied by a letter explaining the STP and asking for feedback. 
133 parents responded and results are presented below.
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Main issues raised:
· Cars parking on yellow zig-zag lines outside school entrances.

· Dog faeces on pavements around the school. Difficult to walk with children and buggies.

· Parents like the idea of cycling, but feel the roads are too dangerous.

· We need a lollipop person or a zebra crossing outside the Newham Depot.

· Zebra crossing outside the school to make it safer to cross.

· Speed humps to slow traffic down.

· Shelter or waiting area for parents to use in playground.

· If there was a bike shed to leave bikes in, parents would let their children cycle to school.

· On Manor Road, there should be a lollipop person. There is currently no where to cross.
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Cars parked on zig-zags lines outside entrance at

the end of the school day.

Staff were consulted in the form of a written survey on the 30th October 2007.
