Type of school  - A non-selective state community school for girls and boys aged from 3 to 11. Day pupils only.

Location of the school - The school is located in the residential street, Senrab Street, off of the busy main thoroughfare of Commercial Road (A13).

Review of 2008 Targets, with comments:

To undertake a school wide consultation on the road layout outside of the main entrance, what would the children like to see?

It was originally envisaged that the method to deliver this to parents and children around the school. Due to unforeseen circumstances it was not possible to make this happen. Some letters were sent out, but there was no real response from parents. In addition, and with hindsight, it was unlikely that any changes would have been made. This will be looked at again in this current STP.

To undertake more cycle training for Years 5 & 6.

The group that provided cycle training within the school previously failed to respond to any of the emails sent. The School Council in 2009 have asked if this can be again followed up, and this will be done and is included as a target for 2009.

To increase the number of children walking to school by 1% per year, equivalent of 2 additional children. 

This target was missed, with a reduction in children walking, on the survey day, of 2%.

To increase awareness of water safety, due to the number of canals and rivers in the locality,

Several organisations were contacted in this regard. British Waterways, who advised the use of their website. The Metropolitan Police, Water Division, no reply. The Royal Society for the Prevention of Accidents, they suggested British Waterways. As a result of this, the item has been dropped.

To hold workshops or assemblies for all year groups to promote road safety.

A Road Safety Officer did come into the school and was able to deliver workshops to nearly all the children in KS2. Assemblies were held for KS1 to remind them of road safety, and on any trip outside of the school, children are reminded and shown the proper way to cross roads.

Summary and review from Original STP
To open the Commercial Road School entrance by September 2007.

This target was reviewed in two different ways, from within the school and in consultation with LBTH. The school investigated what impediments there were within the school grounds and it was noted that there were cables and pipes across the old gate which were for the rooms placed in the playground. It was decided that these could not be moved in any cost efficient way. Also LBTH indicated in meetings that there would be concerns about opening the school grounds on to a busy main road – Commercial Road. This has now been dropped.

To increase the number of children walking to school by 1% per year, equivalent of 2 additional children walking to school as at the review date (February).

See above, this target has been met, on time.

To hold workshops or assemblies for all year groups to promote road safety. (To be held during the academic year.)

Each class was involved with a road safety training workshop in January 2008. This was provided by LBTH. Also there was a series of cycle training workshops held in the Autumn Term for children from Years 5 & 6.

To have established 1 walking school bus system by December 2007.

Not introduced, there was little response from parents and there would have been other issues to consider. As walking to school has improved then this has now been dropped as a target.
To implement two highway improvements by March 2008, after consultation with the local authorities and obtaining the relevant planning permissions. 

No progress, there has been no contact with engineers from LBTH.

To investigate the availability of space within the school for the storage of cycles by June 2007. 

A new cycle shed was installed in January 2008 and is now in use.
