How SEN pupils’ needs are taken into consideration

We don’t have any students who are recognised as SEN, although some students do receive extra help during lunch times and after school. However the school has some protocols in place to help the learning and development of SEN students, if and when the need arises. More time and effort will be placed on developing a proper system for SEN students, with emphasis on developing a specific structure to help them learn effectively as well as highlight any problems that they may be having.
Extended / community use of school site

The school building is used as prayer facility for Muslims five times a day. Community programs such as Ramadan prayer, Eid-gathering etc also take place in the ground floor of the building.
Evening school runs in the premises from 5 pm to 7 pm Monday to Friday.

Where students live and how they travel
Over 85% of the students live in the Tower Hamlets borough with a good number coming from Newham. One student comes from Enfield, EN3 4LX and three from Essex.

Where staff live and how they travel
All members of staff apart from five, all staff reside in Tower Hamlets. Three of the staff live in Newham, and therefore make use of transport due to time restraints. Two use their own cars to travel, whilst the other uses the underground. One staff member travels from Middlesex by train. With regards to those who reside in Tower Hamlets, all of them barring one walk to school. The other makes use of his car.
Ethos of the School

The ethos of the school is dictated by the motive of the school, which is to teach the kids manners and develop them socially as well as morally. We believe that it is more important to develop kids morally and spiritually, which in time will help them learn and increase intelligence and ability. 

The school provides excellent curriculum studies alongside with an effective Islamic curriculum, where students are taught those elements which are deemed necessary. 
What the school is doing already

Environment
· As a school we have attempted to incorporate awareness of the environment in our curriculum, this is particularly being done in Science and PSHE, this way we can ensure that the students are aware of environmental issues, as well as being aware of what measures need to be taken to combat problems. 
Health
· As a school we have a responsibility to our students, to make sure that they are healthy and taking care of themselves physically. We do this by ensuring that the students try and consume five fruits daily. We also have a no fizzy drinks policy, meaning they are not served from our tuck shop, nor are the allowed to have any during lunch time. This is line with the schools policy with regards to healthy eating.
Training and Travel Safety

· Unfortunately no measures have been put in place to train staff or students with regards to travel safety. We are aware of the need and measures are in the pipeline arrange internal safety training as well as creating working links with organisations or individuals who can provide us with the necessary knowledge and resources 
Cycling

· Although we encourage our students to cycle as much as they can, the school doesn’t encourage them to cycle to school as we have no designated cycle parking. We hope to resolve this matter soon. However to counter the fact that they cannot ride to school they are encouraged to ride during the weekend, which will help maintain their health as well as general fitness.
School trips

· Our school trips usually include all year groups, in line with our attitude towards the environment; we take our students to places where they can appreciate the environment in its natural state. Last year the whole school enjoyed a fantastic trip to Orpington Fruit Farm, where students were encouraged to pick fruits and also to try growing them at home. Occasionally individual teachers will accompany the students to local environmental projects, like Mile End Park. 
Assemblies

· Our assemblies are aimed at developing students spiritually and morally, however we do try and inform them about the issues stated above, although on a rarer scale.

· Developing specific units dealing with the necessary and important issues, as have been mentioned above. We will consider creating working links with other schools, organisations or even individuals 
The School Travel Policy
The school is trying to enforce a travel policy which is in line with trying to protect the environment, although the full details haven’t been discusses formally; the school will encourage students to walk to school. 
This will be enforced more so in the summer term, as the students have no excuses in terms of the weather. We believe that in the summer, a brisk walk during the morning, lasting 15-20 minutes will be very good for the students, both mentally and more so physically.

By walking to school the students can also ensure that they are not late to school, as they will not have issues of traffic like traffic lights, jams or even diversions. 

We also encourage students to abandon use of their parent’s car to be dropped off. And start walking to school if it is within walking distance. If use of transport is necessary due to distance, then we encourage them to use buses, if not then tubes and trains. 

Finally, we encourage students and parents alike, that if they are using their cars to drop off their children to school, then they try and pick up other students who might live in the vicinity, so that they don’t have to be dropped off by their parents’ car.
