Comparisons with previous surveys with analysis
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As you can see from the chart above we have had a slight increase in families cycling to nursery since the introduction of our STP. I am sure that once we have a proper cycle storage area this will increase further. We can also see that some families who for reasons need to use the car to travel to nursery have started to car share or park away from the nursery and walk the final part of their journey. Some parents have said that they use their car when the weather is bad, but will walk when the weather improves. So our next hands – up survey will be completed on parent’s day ( 25th July 2008) to see if there is any change.
Whereas our staff travel survey below has shown no change in the number of staff driving to work, a decrease in the number travelling by bus and walking, and increase in carshare and those using rail transport. This is mostly because of changes in staff over the last year. However we are hopeful we will be able to persuade some to come by bicycle once we get our secure cycle storage and arrange cycle training.
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DCSF School Travel Grant

We have received our DCSF school travel grant, but have not as yet spent any of it. The plan was to put it towards the cost of our buggy and bicycle storage. However, we have been unable to start work on this as we are in the middle of becoming a children’s centre. Because of changes to the plans for the outside areas, we have as yet been unable to decide on a location for the buggy and bicycle storage. At present we are working with John Rymell and the landscape architect to work out the best position, and if it would be better to get something temporary or moveable until the vast changes are completed.
