· In 2005, 314 pupils walked to school on the day the’ hands up survey’ was conducted. In 2006, 351 pupils walked to school and on that day 35 pupils came by car which was a drop of 2 from 2005. The number of pupils who use public transport was 7 coming by bus or tube. The figures fluctuate year by year as this figure depends on the amount of children that have been re-housed or moved into temporary accommodation from month to month. The number of pupils surveyed depends on the pupils in school. As this survey is conducted in February, this is sometimes the period of the year when illness strikes children more often than in the summer so not all pupils will be in school. 

On walk to school week the amount of children who completed walking for a week was 81% in 2005. In 2006 this figure rose to 84.5%.
