Our current review survey has also been carried out by the current School Council, but this time each child was asked individually. The figures reveal that 28.7% of our children would prefer to come to school by bicycle or scooter. Currently only 1.4% of the children do this. 

This is why our request for funding for secure cycle storage is crucial.
