This travel plan was completed on behalf of the school by JMP Consulting in March 2004, the school received their grant and evidence of this can be seen further on in the review.

The school is situated on Vallance Road where there are guardrails, zigzags and double yellow line markings along both sides of the road.  The guardrails have been installed to ensure that the children are protected from vehicular traffic.  A signalised crossing is located to the north of the school and another signalised crossing is being built outside the school to allow children to cross Vallance Road safely.

Survey analysis
Since the Travel Survey carried out in February 2004 these have been the changes in Osmani travel trends:
To begin with, the pupils survey generally has shown that in response to the ‘Usual travel methods survey’ car use has gone up from 7% (Feb ’04) to 11%(Sept ’06) (a 4% increase) whilst walking has gone down from 93% (Feb ’04) to 84% (Sept ’06) (a 9% decrease.) This needs to be read in light of the fact that the response to the Pupil travel survey in February 2004 was 22% (89 out of 400 pupils) whilst the response to the September 2006 survey was 87% (348 out of 400 pupils.) This may create an unfair comparison.

When analysing the results from the ‘preferred method of travel for pupils’ we can see that walking is still the majority preferred method of travel (Feb ’04 59% - Sept ’06 48%) but has gone down slightly whilst the percentage of children wishing to cycle to school has greatly increased (Feb ’04 8% - Sept ’06 20%). The school bus is still a popular option (Feb ’04 18% - Sept ’06 14%) and those children wishing to travel to school by car has slightly decreased (Feb ’04 9% - Sept ’06 7%.)
When looking at staff travel trends it is difficult to compare with the results of the February 2004 survey because only 3 members of staff were surveyed (compared to 25 in the Sept ’06 survey.)
From the Sept ’06 staff travel survey you can see that for usual travel methods most members of staff are travelling by car (44%) followed by walking (28%.)

When looking at preferred methods of travel there is an equal response between car (32%) and walking (32%.)
