Analysis of surveys

Students

The number of journeys by car has reduced from 21% to 17% between October 2004 and March 2006

The number of walkers has increased from 68% to 69% between October 2004 and March 2006

General

Bicycle use has gone up from 0 to 1 and since the date of the survey 2 members of staff have joined who come by bicycle making the total 3.

The percentage of children surveyed this time was 89% compared to 92% previously. The number of staff surveyed this time was the same as previously – 96%.

Conclusion

Overall these results are pleasing and moving in the right direction. 

There remain a few families who, despite living very near to the school, are still using their cars. These families will continue to be targeted.

Many people – both students and staff – would like to bicycle but say it is too dangerous without designated bicycle lanes and (staff particularly) are concerned about the weather and carrying books etc.

Members of staff may wish to travel in a different way but in the end their choices come down to speed, reliability and convenience. This means that it is very difficult to change their journeys.
