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Extended / community use of school site

There is an after school Bangla Class attended by pupils from Smithy Street as well as from neighbouring schools.

Extended school provision has developed rapidly in the last year in partnership with Redlands School. The schools are now running in collaboration parenting first aid, ESOL, ICT, parenting skills and maths courses. Additionally staff training is being facilitated across the two schools. Ideas are also being developed to share a school counsellor. 

The school is planning action to support community cohesion. Work will be undertaken in the bottom hall to create additional space for parent groups to meet.

Travel and transport implications have been assessed in relation to extended schools; however as the majority of pupils and parents live in walking distance there are no additional implications. The most significant implication which affects the school at 9:00, 3:30 and 4:30 (at the end of clubs) is double parking by parents picking up children in a hurry. The objectives for community and extended schools users will be to reduce driving and increase walking to and from the school building.

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Where staff live and how they travel
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Ethos of the Smithy Street School
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School Ethos

The establishment of the ethos of the school is a collective responsibility. It has its basis in the classroom environment, where all children should be encouraged to take a pride in, and feel responsibility for their classroom, and everyone and everything in it.  A bright, attractive and interesting classroom that shows care has been taken is very important.

Children should be given the opportunity to share in decision making about the layout and use of the room, classroom rules golden time and the children should be trained to return things to their proper places and to tidy up quickly and effectively at the end of an activity.

This spreads from the classroom to the school environment – treating displays with respect; when walking round the school building asking people if they need help especially visitors or supply teachers etc. 

This also spreads from the school environment to the community we live in. In the context of the School Travel Plan children, staff, governors and parents take collective responsibility for reducing unnecessary car journeys to and from the school in order to enhance the local environment and improve safety. 

Children should be given the opportunity to share in decision making about plans to reduce car use and increase use of sustainable and safer modes of travel.   

Healthy School

We have Healthy School’s status. Our new co-ordinator is continuing to develop our provision with SMT. He will co-ordinate his initiatives with close reference to the School Travel Policy
School Trip Policy

Wherever possible, teachers will plan school trips using sustainable transport or walking. Travel tickets for free travel on London Transport, must be booked 14 days prior to the trip being undertaken.
Health and Safety Policy
Road safety - The school is working with the LEA and the highway maintenance office to improve road safety around the school. 

What the school is doing already

Smithy Street School is committed to developing pupils’ awareness of healthier and safer options. 
A safer and healthier curriculum

We integrate learning about road safety and healthy living into our developing cross curricular approach to learning. For example children have recently written persuasive letters in literacy to Tower Hamlets Council regarding the need for a zebra crossing and a lollypop person outside the school. Some children wrote letters proposing a footbridge over Whitechapel Road to encourage independence for young people and greater safety for school groups. Children think that the pedestrian crossings are too small to hold a whole class. School groups use the crossings regularly to reach the tube or Ideas store. 

Environmental educational is part of our PSHE curriculum. Many of the topics are covered through stories and/or practical drama tasks.

Our geography and science curriculum have also been adapted to incorporate an awareness of environmental issues. Children have studied global warming in the context of Water, the Thames Barrier and the potential threat of flooding. 

Children study the importance of exercise for keeping your body healthy, investigating the impact of exercise on your heart. 

In history children study transport in different periods of history. In a recent study of the 1960s, children made comparisons on a poster between transport today and transport in the ‘60s. 

Cycling

Our Year 6 children learn to ride bikes at Gorsefield. For many of our children this is their first experience of riding bikes. 

Healthy living and parents

We have held two healthy living weeks in the past 4 years for parents and pupils. Both promoted healthier eating and a healthy approach to exercise. Children and parents were encouraged to become more involved in sporting activities in the local area.

School Council has voted to open a Healthy Snack Bar on a weekly basis. It is now up and running successfully. 

Environment

As part of our Extended Schools plan we have developed our roof playground into a green, planted area for children to enjoy and experience gardening first hand. Part of the plan has been to create sculptures for the garden using recycled materials. This creative initiative has involved several local artists working with children through the school. 

After school, lunch time and breakfast clubs
We offer a range of clubs before school, at lunch times and after school which promote active participation in sporting activities. These include football, volleyball, basketball, fencing and cricket. 
After school and before school safety patrol

Staff are outside the school daily patrolling at 9:00 am and 3:30 pm to ensure that children are able to cross the road safely. There has been a parental and school campaign to eliminate double parking at drop off/ pick up times. This has resulted in some media attention and local councilor’s attention. However there has been no positive outcome as yet. 

Car park safety
Our fire safety policy has increased safety in the car park. Staff and visitors are not allowed to block entrances to the nursery and toy library in case of fire emergency. 

Visitors
The majority of our business partners travel by public transport to us to take part in reading, maths and ICT activities with children

School Aims
The fundamental aim of Smithy Street is to help children develop fully as independent learners with a positive self-image.

In the context of the School Travel Plan the aim of Smithy Street School is to help children develop fully as healthy, safe  and independent learners by the time they leave Primary School. This means:

· providing access to information on sustainable modes of travel to and from school or for school trips

· encouraging active travel to improve health amongst children and adults
· teaching children road safety rules 

· working closely with parents, to encourage their support in developing their children’s’ health and safety awareness
· developing children’s cycling skills and understanding of cycle safety

· providing a continuity of approach throughout the school in relation to promoting safer and more sustainable travel

· having high expectations of all children that they will leave school independent and safe road users
