The school is just a few yards from the busy Bow Road which is one of the main thoroughfares leading to central London.

The school is situates on Rainhill Way having an entrance in Stroudley walk which is a pedestrian only street.

Whist the school is fortunate to be bordered by several pedestrian walkways many pupils have to travel from other parts of the borough and even from locations outside Tower Hamlets.

Because the schools function is to serve the Catholic community rather than exclusively a local community, any travel plan must consider the specific needs of our staff, pupils and their parents and carers.

The school is well served by public transport. It is only a few yards from both underground trains (Bow Road), Docklands Light Railway (Bow Church) and several bus routes.25, 8, 86 and S2

The school has its own car park with spaces for approximately 15 cars. Only members of the school staff and official visitors may use the car park. Children may not enter the school grounds via the car park. Parking around the school is extremely restricted. 

The school does not have secure cycle parking spaces.
