Although a survey was carried out it did not ask preferred mode of travel and whether respondents owned a bicycle. The graph below compares the findings to the original survey however it must be noted it represents very different numbers of respondents and slightly different category’s for recording mode.
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This graph shows that over the past two years, based on the survey information provided, car use has increased and walking has decreased. The preference for bus, train, tube and DLR has gone some way to being realised with notable increases however the strongly preferred mode of cycling has only seen an increase of 1 person which is not negligible on the graph.
