Analysis

The figures for Summer 2008 reflect the poor weather experienced at the time the survey was carried out.

However, it is also clear that there has been a steady decrease in the number of children coming to school by car (31.6% reduction) and an increase in the number of children who are now cycling – from 4% to 14% - an increase of 350%!

Significant numbers of younger children have indicated that they would like more cycle safety training in order to use this mode of transport more often and we have addressed this in our action plan for 2008/09
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DCSF School Travel Grant

The DCSF grant has been used to help finance the refurbishment of the perimeter school wall in the infant school playground. The wall’s poor state of repair was highlighted in the School Travel Plan as a potential health and safety issue as it runs alongside a main public footpath. 

In addition TfL have provided a grant of £30,000 so that a second lockable bike shed can be built in the school grounds. The current shed can hold a maximum of 20 bikes and is heavily oversubscribed. The bike shed will be built before the 2009 Autumn term.
