Pupil Results

52.8% of our pupils walk to school on a daily basis whereas only 51.8% used to walk to school.

12.9% of our pupils now use the bus where as before only 9.2% used to use the bus.

10.5% now use the train to and from school where as before only 9.2% used the train
Unfortunately even after the cycling proficiency training only two pupils cycle to school but when asked how they would prefer to travel to school, 138 pupils said that they would like to cycle to school.

Unfortunately we only have three car share in our school but when pupils asked how they would like to travel to school there were 7 that wanted to be involved in a car share.
.
Staff Results

27.11% of our staff members now drive to school as apposed to the previous year percentage of 36.4%
42.4% of our staff members now walk to school whereas before 27.3% walked.
20.33% of our staff members now catch the train to work whereas before 27.3% caught the train.

Comparison

Car 

Car usage from 2005 to 2007 has decreased by 7%, from 28% to 21%. It has increased by 2% from Spring 2008 to |Autumn 2008.

Walking

From 2005 to summer 2007 the number of children walking has increased from 36% to 55%. Spring 2008 saw an increase to 62% with a fall of 10% in Autumn 2008.

Cycling

From 2005, cycling has decreased from 1.2% to 0% in Spring 2008. It has increased to 0.58% in the Autumn term.

The trends in the car usage from Spring to Autumn 2008 show no change.

Walking however has shown a slight dip of 10%.

Cycling has increased by 0.5% from 0%.
