Survey results

A pupil survey was carries out in January 2007.  The number of pupils taking part has increased from 20 to 181; an increase of 89%.

The overall results from the survey are positive; the number of pupils completing the survey has greatly increased, the number of pupils walking to school has slightly increased and the number of pupils taking the car to school has decreased.  Care should be taken when looking at the results though due to the small sample size in 2004.
