From the graphs we can see that children’s usual travelling habits have improved. Car usage has dropped from 34% to 31% and numbers walking to school have increased from 49% to 64% - keeping the momentum going to improve upon these travel habits is of vital importance.

There is likely to be resistance from the children since there is a noticeable increase in the numbers wishing to travel to school by car, and this is likely to be a reflection of those who previously travelled by car, but now walk, wanting to swap back. The percentage of children who cycle to school remains the same, the desire to cycle has dropped since 2006, but it still represents a quota of children that cannot be ignored, since as many as 25 children have expressed a desire to travel by bike. Cycle training in the Autumn Term will therefore be a priority, perhaps for parents as well as children, to ensure that both parties feel safe using this method (and maybe in the process we will encourage a few parents to cycle to school with their children).

As far as staff trends are concerned, car usage has increased from 7% to 17%, and those that currently travel by car have no desire to change. Walking has decreased by half, from 41% to 20%, and so has the desire (70% to 29%), but at least more staff wish to walk than they do currently, which represents some room for improvement. The best news from the staff has been from cycling, with percentage points doubling those of 2006. And with more staff wanting to travel by bicycle this represents, across the whole school, our best potential growth area.
