	Location of the school
	There are two main pedestrian entrances in daily use, an entrance leading to the playground that is used by pupils and parents in the morning and afternoon plus a main entrance leading to the Reception/office controlled by an entry phone and security gates. There is an access gate at the rear of the school to allow maintenance vehicles to enter the playground; at the front of the school there is an entrance to the car park. The school is sited within a mainly residential area but within close proximity of a main ‘red-route’. It is accessed via a fairly narrow residential road within a controlled parking zone.
Salmon Lane is the main crossing point for many of children who attend our school. It has been a major, on-going cause for concern for many years, as it is a dangerous road for our pupils to cross to get to school. 

Salmon Lane is a ‘rat run’ for drivers in the area. It is a fairly narrow road, where parking on both sides creates many blind spots for pupils when they attempt to cross. The school itself is situated along an even narrower road, off Salmon Lane; it can also be very difficult to cross safely due to the parked cars and volume of traffic.

There is a Lollipop person to guide our pupils across Salmon Lane when we need it most; at the start and at the end of the school day. This has significantly improved the safety for those pupils who attend our school and need to cross Salmon Lane but the congestion In Norbiton Road still needs to be addressed.

The main access road to Stepney Greencoat School is congested by traffic and on street parking which reduces the road to one car width. Initiatives that can reduce the volume of traffic, on-street parking and even introducing ‘one-way’ traffic need to be considered.

A School Travel Plan initially supported by the council, and hopefully in time the parents, is seen as a key milestone in this work.


Stepney Greencoat School is a small welcoming Church of England Primary School, with strong links to St Anne’s Church, Commercial Road and St Dunstan’s Church, Stepney Green.  The clergy are involved in the day-to-day life of the school and come into our school several times a term.  We have only one class per year entry.  Our admissions criteria takes into account church membership and because of this some of our children live outside the immediate area of the school. 

All SEN students transport needs are considered when they join the school and this travel plan has taken them into account too.

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Evidence of consultation
How and when have pupils been consulted?

There have been school assemblies where the school travel plan has been discussed with all students, the most recent during Healthy Living Week in March.  The school council have discussed the Travel Plan and have assisted class teachers with the ‘hands up’ surveys. There have been ‘hands up’ surveys carried out on a termly basis.
How and when were the school governors consulted?

The Travel plan was discussed at a Governors meeting and a governor is part of working group.

The parents have made various suggestions for improvements to the local area around the school with safety for the children being their main concern. They highlight:

· Road congestion in the area around the school –Norbiton Road and Carbis Road in particular during the morning and afternoon busy times.

· Busy main roads needing to be crossed – A13 and Burdett Road.

· Pavements too narrow and uneven in Salmon Lane. (Large puddles when wet) One parent had been ‘clipped’ by a wing mirror of a passing car.

· Cars parked illegally on the bend of Salmon Lane making it difficult to cross the road.

· Dangerous parking and behaviour from other parents dropping their children off at school.

· Cars parked on the pavement so that buggies have to be pushed in the road to get by.

· Cars are driven too fast in the vicinity of the school.

· Pavements are dirty with litter and dog mess.

· Difficulty negotiating kerbs with pushchairs

These views back up those already stated that the area around the school suffers with narrow streets and pavements, too many cars parked- often illegally and thoughtless driving from parents dropping their children at school.
