School Travel Analysis

This survey is the first recorded since the inception of the school travel plan in 2004. The data from this plan came from a different survey type and therefore trends cannot be given with a high level of confidence. 

The results indicate that walking appears to have increased from 79% to 90% and car use has dropped from 14% to 4%. However there was previously a recorded level of 5% cycling that has disappeared.

Staff travel has also become more sustainable with increases in walking from 21 – 23%, single occupancy car use dropping from 34 – 21% although car sharing was not previously recorded and is now at 6%. Cycling has increased from 4 – 6%.
